School Board “SAVES” over $355,000
Events on the Calendar

This week the Bellevue CSD refinanced its SAVE Revenue bonds and
reduced the interest rate from over 4% to 1.4%. This move will save the
district over $355,000 over the next eight years, and more if we pay
them off early (which is quite likely). This debt is from the addition on
the Bellevue MS/HS building, which consists of about $2.1 million
dollars remaining that was refinanced from the much higher interest
rate.
