Enrollment Increases for the Bellevue CSD
The Bellevue CSD has seen another increase in enrollment for the 2022-2023 school year.
Below is some information from the last several years, dating back to the 2010-2011
school year:
*Bellevue Elementary (TK-5) = 262 to 345 (31.7% increase) - The highest in the
past was 320 in the 2021-2022 school year
*Bellevue MS/HS =352 to 366 (4.5% increase) - The highest in the past was 395 in
the 2018-2019 school year
*TK-12 = 614 to 711 (15.8% increase) - The highest in the past was 686 in the
2021-2022 school year
*Preschool (3- & 4-year old) = 66 to 83 (25.8% increase) - The highest in the past
was 92 in the 2019-2020 school year
*All Areas (PK-12) = 680 to 794 (16.8% increase) - The highest in the past was 769
in the 2018-2019 school year
